We are also celebrating our 100th day of school with our 3rd grade buddies and the 2nd graders on Thursday and Friday. We are doing lots and lots of 100th Day centers- balancing 100 coins to see how many bears, keys, cubes it will hold, find the #s 1-100 around the room, doing 100 Day memory books, doing activities for 100 seconds, etc.

Our Science theme is NUTRITIION and we are studying the food pyramid, what are good things and bad things to eat for our bodies, etc

We have sorted our food groups, made bingo cards and have completed our very own food pyramid using magazines pictures, etc.
